INTRODUCTION

The survey “Mass media approach to cover minorities’ issues in Kazakh-
stan”, conducted by the International Center for Journalism “MediaNet” in
2010 under support of Soros Foundation -Kazakhstan, considers and analy-
ses the work of journalists in covering situation with ethnic, religious and
sexual minorities in the country..

The project considered over 150 mass media, involving media and human
rights NGOs, government bodies and representatives of the minorities.

The aim of the project is to reveal approach of mass media to cover the
situation with the different minorities, and to show which news the minority
groups provide to the media.

As the project initiators think, it will attract additional attention to the prob-
lems related to violation of the minorities’ rights and intensify the dialogue
with mass media, government bodies and civil sector.

The project was undertaken on two levels: monitoring national and regional
mass media, gathering information among non-governmental organiza-
tions, as well as interviewing journalists, editors, human rights defenders
and representatives of the government bodies.

During the last stage the project team processed and analyzed all of the
collected data, prepared recommendations for the participants of the sur-
vey — mass media, public foundations, government institutions and donors.

The target regions — where the regional coordinators had been working
within the framework of the survey and interviewed the people — were As-




tana, Almaty, Shymkent, Karaganda, Ust-Kamenogorsk, Atyrau, Aktobe. In
these regions there were cases of violations of the minorities’ rights, con-
flicts among ethnic groups. There can also be found large human rights
NGOs and minority communities, strong local mass media. Besides, the ge-
ography of these regions provides insight of Kazakhstan on the whole — it's
western, central, southern and eastern parts of the country.

The survey reflects relatively vivid picture of mass media approach to eth-
nic, religious and sexual minorities; of what affects the nature of materials
published by government-backed and independent mass media; and what
are the nowadays relations between minorities and mass media, NGOs, in-
dependent institutions and government bodies.

The project is designated to attract attention to the situation with the mi-
norities in the country and discuss the approach to cover this situation by
mass media. This will contribute into the activity of the human rights or-
ganizations in the country to change the way the media outlets cover the
issues related to the minorities.

The analytical report contains information in three languages (Kazakh, Rus-
sian and English) and will be distributed among mass media, government
bodies, public and international organizations, research institutions, univer-
sities and others.

Results and conclusions of the survey don't necessarily reflect the view of its
authors, as well as Soros Foundation - Kazakhstan, but represent the final
collection of opinions of the survey participants.




PROBLEM ANALYSIS

The situation with the minorities in the country is one of those taboo sub-
jects that are rarely covered by mass media and rarely discussed within the
society.

At the same time, incorrectness and discriminative attitude of mass media
toward a certain minority group is a question of the professionalism level of
journalists and their understanding of the processes that take place in the
society. This is also the matter of the media’s responsibility to the country-
men, which the Kazakhstani journalists either underestimate or don't take
into account.

Thus, it could be stated that at the present time the journalists don't feel
great demand in keeping records of the issues related to the minorities.
But at the same time, these issues are mostly discussed if considering mass
media approach to their coverage.

In the meantime, the project is aimed at revealing the attitude toward three
minority groups that represent considerable part of the country population.
The group of national minorities comprises up to 37 % of the population,
religious — 35 % and sexual (taken on the basis of international standards
used to estimate this index and as there is no other data available) — from
4 to 10 %.

According to the results of the national census held in 2009, the share of
Kazakhs among the total population is 63.1 %, Russians — 23.7%, Ukrainians
— 2.1 %, Uighurs— 1.4 %, Tatars — 1.3 %, Germans — 1.1 %, and other ethnic
groups — 4.5 %.

From the official data, 4,173 religious associations operate in Kazakhstan.
They represent 40 confessional groups that own over 2,500 occult build-
ings. According to the data provided by the US Bureau of Democracy, Hu-
man Rights and Labor, nearly 65 % of the country population consider
themselves as Muslims. Approximately 30 % belong to the Russian Ortho-
dox Church, while only 1 % - to the Catholic Eparchy. The Jewish community
is represented by less than 1 %.

According to the official statistics, the number of communities of Evangeli-
cal Christian Baptists totals 362, Seventh-day Adventists — 66, Associations
of Jehovah's Witnesses — 78, and Protestant Associations of new flows — 540.

In February 2010, the UN Independent Expert on Minority Issues presented
her report on the results of business trip to Kazakhstan from 6 to 15 July in
2009. The report attracted attention of neither mass media nor civil society.

In her report Ms. Guy McDougall marked the cases of aggressive national-
ism demonstration, tension in the relations among ethnic groups, inter-




ethnic conflicts and reaction against minority communities followed by us-
ing force.

She mentioned massacres, attacks on Kurds and their families that hap-
pened in October of 2007, in the village of Mayatas (South Kazakhstan)
after a Kurd had been accused of raping four-year-old Kazakh boy; attacks
on Chechen communities in March of 2007 after the fight between a Kazakh
and a Chechen in Malovodnoye (Almaty region); clashes between Kazakhs
and Uighurs in November 2006, in Shelek (Almaty region).

The report also informed that the authorities introduce certain limits for
mass media to cover inter-ethnic conflicts. The government policy is aimed
at decreasing the significance of tension in relations among ethnic groups,
in order not to damage the image of inter-ethnic peaceful coexistence,
which is thoroughly supported by the authorities. Besides, the mass media
publish the statements saying the minorities are “guests” that should be
thankful for the place they hold in the Kazakhstani society.

The Independent Expert met with the representatives of religious minori-
ties, including Baptists, followers of the Unification Church, Scientologists,
Bachaists; members of Luteran Church, Church of Pentocostals (“New Life"),
“Agape”, “Blagodat”, Ahmadi and the others. The last are considered by the
government as non-traditional religions and “sects”. They expressed great
concern of the limits imposed on them by amendments to the national
security legislation introduced in 2005. They also mentioned that despite
of the decision the Constitutional Council made in February 2009, another
more restrictive law could be passed against them. The representatives of
the religious communities said that the pressure on “non-traditional” reli-
gions had been increased. And they also concluded they definitely disagree
with such officially used terminology.

In Kazakhstan there is no objective data on the share the sexual minorities
hold in the total population. As for the results of international researches,
the percentage of sexual minorities in the society is stable and comprises
from 4 to 10. The issues related to the situation with sexual minorities are
among the most disputable in the society. In the majority of CIS countries,
including Kazakhstan, such issues are so poorly covered that it seems they
are under taboo.

In Kazakhstan only 2,500 from over 8,000 officially registered mass media
operate presently, the official statistics reports. The majority of the media
outlets are strictly controlled by or loyal to the government. The UN Inde-
pendent Expert on Minority Issues informed that the media outlets operate
in the environment of suspense, control by the government and excessive
sensitivity to certain aspects, including coverage of conflicts among ethnic
or religious groups, which limits their right to free expression of opinion.




The Kazakhstani experts think that in long-time perspective mass media
should become more responsible when covering situation with minorities
due to joint activities of local and international NGOs, communities and
government bodies. It's necessary to intensify dialogue about the status
of minorities in the country, to find effective ways of cooperation between
communities and the government bodies, NGOs and mass media - in order
to constantly support coverage of the topic, discussion of the existing prob-
lems and development of effective recommendations.




APPROACH EVALUATION

OF THE KAZAKHSTAN INFORMATION SPACE

If evaluating mass media approach to cover religious, ethnic and sexual
minorities in general, over the half (55 %) of the interviewed people (rep-
resentatives of minorities, NGOs, mass media and government bodies)
pointed out that mass media try to stay neutral when covering correspond-
ing issues. It's interesting though, that the majority of such answers (over
one third of them) were given by the media workers. However, 25 % think
that media outlets often negatively cover the problems of minorities, use
discriminating statements and propagandize intolerance to the problems
of the groups. Among those who gave such evaluation, the majority is rep-
resentatives of religious minorities (23 %) and — ironically as it may seem
— mass media (28 %).

From the opinion of the experts, positive and neutral attitude of mass media
toward the minorities — ethnic in the first place — is formed mainly under
influence of the government purchases in the field of the information policy.
The issues related to propaganda of the inter-ethnic harmony and friendships
of nations are exactly the issues that appear in the government purchase ten-
ders to be then covered by the government and private mass media.

In parallel, it is the government purchase policy on the media market that
in a certain way forms negative attitude toward minority groups (first of all,
to religious ones), through criticizing so called non-traditional religious as-
sociations. Especially it's common for the national press media.

Some participants of the survey are convinced that Kazakh speaking mass
media cover the issues related to the minorities (especially to the sexu-
al ones) with negative and sometimes even aggressive attitude, which is
mainly caused by lack of knowledge and by presence of public stereotypes
that are transmitted by the journalists

“The attitude toward sexual minorities is negative. These minorities are cov-
ered by those media outlets that are relatively free in choosing the topics to
report on. As for the religious minorities, in our country more attention is
paid to traditional religions. And mass media have neutral attitude toward
the traditional religions. But the problems of minorities are raised rarely”*

“...Media outlets try to act in frames of ethics when covering issues related to
ethnic minorities. Rude and harsh words about one or another ethnic minor-
ity are not allowed. At the same time, generalization (s admitted in covering
religious minorities. For example, many religious minorities are often named
by one word — sects — and sometimes even expected to threaten the popula-
tion. The situation with sexual minorities is the same. The journalists either
totally ignore them or publish negative and sometimes ironical materials”.

“Such questions should be discussed with maximum loyalty, delicacy and de-
mocracy. And as almost all of the media outlets are put under control, if not

to say under pressure, of the authorized bodies, they seldom judge about such
things objectively’.

“The journalists simply don't know elementary vocabulary. It doesn't neces-
sarily mean the journalist is illiterate. Maybe, he is just lazy, or his editor
made him write. But still he or she should be aware of particular basic things”.

“The approach is different. If the matter is about ethnic and religious mi-
norities, the attitude is politically correct and positive. If it's about extremist
groups, the moods are negative, which is reasonable. The problems related
to sexual minorities are not discussed. They are not covered by the media...
our way of thinking plays its particular role. We try not to pay any attention
or talk about that".

As the survey revealed, mass media more often report on the issues re-
lated to the above mentioned minorities when some news items appear:
religious holidays, public or government events, and conflict or criminal
situations. Moreover, nearly the half of the respondents (73 from total 147
answers) mentioned conflict or criminal situations as real news items. And
beside government bodies, all of the other experts specified this news to be
mostly demanded by mass media when covering the problems of minori-
ties. The government bodies gave the first place in this regard to religious
and national holidays.

The experts interviewed under the survey also noted that mass media often
publish biased reports on the minorities’ issues. Journalists and mass media
demonstrate discriminative attitude toward minorities. Media workers ei-
ther don't understand importance of tolerant approach when covering the
status of the communities or express own negative feelings about those
population groups that are considered as minorities.

The experts are sure that a journalist should follow one unbreakable rule
when reporting on the problems of unknown ethnic or religious commu-
nity. He or she should be extremely respectful and objective to traditions
and customs which this corresponding community follows, without inflict-
ing own stereotypes and attitudes. The journalist should be extremely at-
tentive when using particular words about the minorities.

Only 18 % of the respondents consider mass media to be objective and tol-
erant while covering religious, ethnic and sexual minorities. From the opin-
ion of the others, when publishing different materials, media outlets take
one of the conflict sides, trigger or conceal the conflict.

“On the one hand, through their reports mass media try to solve the conflicts.
On the other hand, they sometimes can even trigger new conflicts by hiding
information and keeping silence about it. | think that the journalists, espe-




cially those working in Kazakh speaking media, are not professional enough
to cover issues like that. They often take side of one of the conflict parties or
simply make the situation even worse".

“Sexual minorities have problems to report on. From my opinion, mass media
don't cover these issues, because the people simply don't discuss them. Al-
though sexual minorities have always been among us, even during the Soviet
times. We just don't get used to talk about them. Probably there are not many
of them, and that's why their problems don't bother anyone. More often we
talk and write about ethnic minorities, but such publications concern particu-
lar sphere. And it's usually purchased material’.

How did mass media
contribute to developing

they accept the truth of one conflict side and start to develop this issue very
intensely and seriously. And they should never act like that. As a matter of
fact, this is one of the journalism standards. And they should never keep si-
lence about that either, while silence also triggers the conflict”.

According to the above chart, 42 % of the survey participants think that
during the conflicts — situations demanding weighted and objective analy-
sis — mass media only worsened the situation, taking one of the conflict
sides and acting like provocateurs.

On the whole, the evaluation of how mass media cover the topical prob-
lems of the minorities depends directly on the attitude the society devel-
ops toward religious, ethnic and sexual minorities. 46 % of the interviewed

people noted that mass media develop rather even attitude. took one of the
oncflict sides

covered objectively

However, if summing two points of this segment, the results showed that M triggered
mass media sometimes have “unfriendly” or even “conflict” attitude when B concealed
preparing materials about various minority groups. Moreover, when an-

swering the questions of the survey, 54 % of the journalists and editors Ml other

proved mass media to be “imperfect” in regard to these points.

At the same time, during recent years mass media haven't considerably
changed their approach to cover issues related to religious, ethnic and sex-
ual minorities. Relatively significant part of the interviewed people — mainly
from government bodies and ethnic minorities - considers that the situa-
tion has even become better. On the contrary, members of the religious
minorities and NGOs claimed that in some cases the attitude stayed the
same and in some — became worse.

Indicative were the answers of the minorities, participating in the survey, on
the question if they plan to leave Kazakhstan for the reason of belonging
to particular religion, ethnic group or sexual orientation. Over 50 % of the
survey respondents, from which over the half (57 %) are the representatives

of ethnic minorities, said they would leave the country only in case of sharp
conflicts. At the same time, only 29 % from all the questioned minority
groups expressed their wish to stay in the country under any circumstances.

In order to evaluate how the represented minorities trust mass media, it's
enough to consider whom they prefer to address when their rights are vio-
lated. In this list mass media hold last place, with less than 6 %. Almost
equally — 20 % each - the minorities trust to the law enforcement and inter-
national organizations.

The possibility of addressing to human rights NGOs is rather low. First of
all, the reason is that representatives of different minorities doubt about
the effectiveness of the support provided by the non-governmental sector.
But, the most popular answer was “nowhere”. 23 % of the minority groups
think this way.

“Most likely, | go nowhere. But if the conflict becomes worse and my life is
under danger, | will probably go to international organizations. As for some
minor things, it doesn’'t make sense, though"”.

The dominating majority of the media workers (80 %) and all of the experts
from the non-governmental organizations agreed that it's necessary to im-
prove qualification, take part in trainings and seminars on the issues of eth-
ics, study aspects concerning religion, ethnic groups and sexual orientation.
Journalists pointed out that they have significant gaps in skills of how to
professionally cover the issues of minority groups — usage of appropriate
words, information sources, respecting balance of opinions and etc.

Such position is based on the opinion of the majority of the survey par-

ticipants, who think that in Kazakhstan the professional level of covering
minorities’ issues represented in the survey is average (19 %) or low (34 %).

MASS MEDIA APPROACH:
OPINIONS OF ETHNIC, RELIGIOUS AND SEXUAL
MINORITIES

OPINIONS OF RELIGIOUS MINORITIES

63 % of the interviewed experts, who belong to religious minorities, an-
swered that mass media allow using discriminating sayings, impose their
own opinions to readers and viewers, initially forming negative attitude to
the religions they present by calling them “sects”.

In addition, the representatives of religious minorities said that mass media
don’t contact them for information and rely on their own stereotypes and
editing policy. Thus, due to extra insurance, they often avoid covering such
issues, unless the latter concern government activities or events in the cor-
responding field. If a real conflict situation occurs, they can also take own
initiative to cover the problem. But in such cases they often fail to act pro-
fessionally enough to provide balance of opinions, giving their sympathy to
a particular side.

Many of the respondents indicated that ideas of xenophobia in regard to
religious minorities are transmitted mainly by government and govern-
ment-backed media outlets. As for the other media, even if they want to
write well-balanced publication, they make factual and conceptual mis-
takes, which are caused by poor awareness of the topic.

“I always hear the television programs saying that a person should follow
one main faith...But, everyone has his own one! They should not impose own
opinions! And the journalists do it, in large scale!”

“It's obvious that mass media can’t have only neutral attitude. They are in-
terested in scandals which they sometimes raise themselves. Anything can
become news breakdown. Among the favorite topics are young Goths on the
graveyards and false Satanists”.

“Dislike is vividly expressed in coverage of conflict situations. Our dear jour-
nalists take the side of the government. They are not objective in their publi-
cations, covering the topic from only one side”.

“Mass media purposely give negative assessment when reporting on religious
minorities. Due to the impact they have on the public opinion, the public
turns away from the religious associations”.

“Journalists and editors don't even think to collect own information, address
to those religious minorities or experts in religion who have actually studied
those religions and are recognized worldwide".

Some of the experts expressed concern about “anti-sect” movements that
have reinforced their activity and started to take active part in mass media
where they play roles of the experts.




“Mass media help to substitute general ideas, develop and introduce new
terms and meanings that misrepresent reality and help to scare people. Vari-
ous foundations, as "Perspektiva” for example, play active role here. "We don't
use the word “sect” but destructive pseudo-religious organization”, said the
president of Perspektiva Information and Consulting Group. “Time” Newspa-
per, October 21, 2010".

70 % of the interviewed representatives from the religious minorities could
leave the country for religious grounds, especially if it were some sharp
conflict. The same number of the questioned experts from the institutions
representing religious minorities indicated that mass media form con-
strained and conflict field in regard to this minority group

In order to discredit religious organizations, mass media use such key mes-
sages that they ruin families, oppose public rules, and involve people by
giving material promises. Such organizations are called “totalitarian sects,
destructive pseudo-religious organizations that damage society, health of
the people by making zombies of them, and threaten the national security.
Such organizations are banned in other countries of the world".

In neutral publications the key messages are connected to the correspond-
ing news reports such as visits of the foreign political or religious delega-
tions, as well as different events abroad that somehow relate to certain
religious minorities.

Some of the survey participants think that particular mass media and jour-
nalists are rather professional and well-balanced in covering problems of
religious minorities, with genuine commitment to social responsibility and
journalism ethics. However, such cases are exceptions.

When answering the question "How did mass media change their approach
to cover religious minorities’ issues during recent years?”, all of the inter-
viewed members of the religious minorities said that the approach “didn’t
change”, or "became worse”, or "extremely worsened”.

“Mass media are completely unobjective. They take side opposite the religious
minorities. They don't take any measures to find out the true condition of
things or opinions of the other side".

“There is no professionalism at all. They are totally unaware of religion, not
to say about particular religious movements. The given information is nega-
tive or false. They don't contact representatives of the religious groups to get
information about them and publish it then".

“In our country this subject is under taboo. Power and religion cannot live
together. Religion has always been a competitor to the power. That's why the
problems of religious minorities are covered so poorly”.




OPINIONS OF ETHNIC MINORITIES

Only one of the survey participants, from the number of ethnic minorities,
called the attitude toward ethnic minorities “negative”. The others charac-
terized it as “neutral” and “positive”. Moreover, none of the respondents
indicated that approach “worsened” during last few years. And 50 % even
consider them "to become better”.

At the same time, the interviewed people pointed out that mass media have
a sort of taboo on covering inter-ethnic conflicts, which can be concluded
from the analysis of the materials published in this regard. As a matter of
fact, the ethnic minorities do have problems, but not so many as the other
minority groups. Thus, in their publications some media outlets allow mak-
ing unethical statements, based on ethnic clichés that are the generalized
insight of behavior and manners of a particular nation. Such statements
only contribute to forming prejudice and suspicion within the society.

The dominating majority of the interviewed peoplestated that almost all of
mass media are politically correct when covering issues of minorities and
don't allow themselves making sincere discriminating statements. But they
also noted that such problem exists on the everyday level.

At the same time, the survey participants said the media outlets are not
active if they have no conflict situation as news breakdown. In case if they
write something, they do it without vivid sympathy or antipathy. However,
in case of the conflict situation the media sphere splits up: some outlets
straightly support one of the conflict sides, which is common mainly for
Kazakh speaking mass media.

“They don't insult in open. We don't have direct insulting. The definition of
what is “unethical” is rather blurred. It depends on what we called unethical.
Some ethnic minorities could be disturbed by seemingly neutral expressions”.

“When some events, fights between ethnic groups happen, the Kazakh speak-
ing press is more critical and less correct in their statements. | mean they
feel more emotionally about that, talking much and more vividly. The other
thing is that not all of the ethnic minorities read this press. Probably, that is
the reason why there are not so many negative feedbacks such statements
could cause”.

“As an Ukrainian, | can assure | haven't met cases of intolerance, at least to-
ward Ukrainians, in either national or opposite mass media”.

As the interviewed people pointed out, today the highest number of nega-
tive statements about the issues of ethnic minorities is concentrated in the
Internet space, where blogs and forums are the main sources of intolerant
sayings.




From the opinion of ethnic minority members, there are no cases of xe-
nophobia in the national media outlets, which is caused by the authorities
that put taboo on the coverage of the inter-ethnic relations. The national
mass media report only on positive moments, using the Assembly of the
People of Kazakhstan as the main information source. 92 % of the inter-
viewed people recognized that today mass media totally reflect the attitude
of the government toward ethnic minorities.

“Mass media cover the issues in a way the government allows them to. The
Jjournalism in our country is highly centralized. We almost don't have media
outlets that are not controlled by the government. Therefore, they express
their attitude in the way the authorities permit them to”.

Despite of rather positive evaluation of mass media covering ethnic issues,
the interviewed people don't perceive national mass media as an instru-
ment that can be used in case their rights are violated. When answering
the question “In case your rights are violated, where would you prefer to
go?”, only one of the interviewed respondents ticked “mass media” among
the other answer choices. 26 % said they would go "nowhere” as they don't
believe the problem can be solved by law. Over the half of the respondents
(57 %) acknowledged they could leave Kazakhstan for ethnic grounds only
“in case of sharp conflicts”.

“If there is a serious conflict or a case of violation of rights for political rea-
sons, it doesn't make sense to go somewhere for help. Exception is mass me-
dia where one can address if he wants to raise noise and attract public atten-
tion to the problem”.

Over 72 % of the interviewed people indicated that the Kazakhstani mass
media poorly cover the issues related to ethnic minorities. Especially in con-
ditions of problems and conflicts. Such situation is connected to the fact
that our mass media are often afraid to develop these topics. Moreover,
the only media outlet that always pays attention to these issues was called
“Mir” TV channel.

“The issue is not covered as it's like a bomb of delayed action. If we talk about
it and raise all of the problems the society has in regard to the attitude toward
the ethnic minorities, then it will be difficult. Anything could happen. It's like
to talk about the dead: either good or nothing. Here is the same: you either
say something good or keep silence in order not to trigger escalation”.

One of the reasons why the above issues are poorly covered by the country
mass media was mentioned low professionalism of the working journalists,
especially taking into consideration the fact that this subject demands thor-
ough prior study in all directions. Almost 85 % of the interviewed people
accepted the fact that the professionalism level of the journalists in cover-




ing issues of ethnic minorities don't match the complexity of the subject
and can be scored as “average” or "low".

The reason for such position is the fact that the Kazakhstani mass media al-
low themselves using assessment intonations when covering problems and
conflicts, which raise antipathy to one of the conflict sides. The foreign mass
media, on the contrary, in such conditions act like mediators that transmit
objective information to the public

OPINIONS OF LGBT COMMUNITY

The opinions of sexual minorities' representatives about which approach
mass media use to cover their problems were equally divided in two groups.
One part thinks that publications are neutral. Others consider them “nega-
tive”, explaining that the society initially has negative attitude toward peo-
ple with non-traditional sexual orientation.

At the same time, the majority indicated that in their reports mass media
use unethical and insulting expressions about sexual minorities. Sometimes
they completely realize what they do, and sometimes they lack profession-
alism, being unaware of correct words and internationally acknowledged
standards.

“Unfortunately, it happens a lot. So, mass media often use incorrect words or
even worse. In such cases the journalists only prove themselves to be illiterate,
although they represent the whole media outlet at that moment”.

“Yes, you can find unethical expressions, although everything has its own name,
and it's not necessary to use "bad” words. But the practice shows that they still
call the people with the non-traditional sexual orientation as they want”.

“Journalists admit using such words as homos or lesbi. Moreover, these ar-
ticles are accompanied by jokes. It's not nice”.

By characterizing this tendency, the representatives of LGBT community
noted that negative attitude toward them is in some way transmitted by all
types of mass media, especially through the Internet — where one can leave
comments, and TV — where sexual minorities, mainly guys, often become
heroes of KVN (one of the most popular comedy shows). On the whole, the
survey respondents marked that the issues of sexual minorities are usually
ignored by the Kazakhstani mass media as they are considered to be less
interesting and topical for readers or viewers.

From the opinion of the survey participants, media coverage of the prob-
lems related to sexual minorities considerably affects formation of public




opinion. Mass media is precisely the instrument to combat xenophobia and
prejudices. It's a pity that nowadays they only reinforce negative attitude
and cultivate particular perception of this group — from ironical to sincerely
aggressive.

Mass media avoid covering problems of sexual minorities in regard to viola-
tion of their rights, which happens when they get employed, try to obtain
education, arrange personal life and etc. — i.e. the rights guaranteed by the
Constitution of Kazakhstan.

When assessing the professionalism level of mass media in covering the is-
sues of sexual minorities, all three groups — subjects of the survey — shared
the same opinion that it is rather low. The journalists are not aware of the
terminology, they are often prejudged and not active in seeking objective
information. On the whole, the survey showed that the topic of sexual mi-
norities attracts no close attention of mass media but appears to be the
second information layer when mass media report on some occasions that
are not directly connected to this minority group.

Small part of the interviewed people indicated that due to the influence of
the foreign countries, including Russia, the attitude toward sexual minori-
ties has started to change in better direction.

“Till the present time | haven't met the publications in media outlets that
would take the side of people with non-traditional orientation. Journalists
are not objective to them, writing about their problems as if there were only
one side”.

“I think that mass media develop the policy similar to the government. Its aim
is not to allow distribution of the dissent ideas. Although there are different
mass media that are ready to support us, but their editorial policy still doesn't
allow doing it"

“Owing to the influence of Russia, the attitude toward sexual minorities has
been gradually becoming equal. From my opinion, in a few years we will live
in a civilized community where the rights of all people are equally respected”.

The representatives of LGBT community explain that they have lots of social
and legal problems. But due to the taboo imposed on the topic on the gov-
ernment level, they are not determined to make them public through mass
media. The experience shows that in these cases there is high possibility to
be humiliated in the eyes of the society due to the subjective coverage by
mass media.

Some of the survey participants also indicated that the number of publica-
tions about sexual minorities decreases. They consider it as a positive trend,




because the published materials usually contain politically incorrect and
discriminating information.

“The Kazakhstani media publish so few materials about LGBT that | some-
times think it would be better if they didn't write anything at all. The journal-
ists write so many surprising things. The subject of LGBT is covered in negative
or neutral moods. Especially, it could be seen in Kazakh speaking media”.

To draw a resume of the above said, by answering the question “If you
rights are violated, where will you rather go?”, none of the respondents
chose mass media or the law enforcement of Kazakhstan from the given
answer choices. The priority was given to the international organizations
and human rights NGOs.

Besides, the questioned people explained their position by the fact that
representatives of government bodies — the law enforcement in first place —
make discriminating statements about the minorities themselves, which are
then retransmitted by mass media.




MASS MEDIA APPROACH:
OPINIONS OF NGOS, GOVERNMENT BODIES, MASS MEDIA

OPINIONS OF HUMAN RIGHTS DEFENDERS
AND MEMBERS OF THE PROFILED NGOS

Two thirds of the survey participants (64 %) from the non-governmental
sector indicated that mass media don't contact them to receive information
and comments on the issues of minorities. Or they do it very rarely as they
mostly rely on the government information sources and only prepare news
reports, avoiding to present all-round materials with opinions of all inter-
ested parties. Only few recognize that particular journalists do analytical
work in this field and create balanced information product.

At the same time, all of the interviewed people claimed that they are al-
ways ready to provide mass media the information about the issues of the
minorities in which NGOs are specialized — statistics, facts, international
laws on the problem, expert view. They understand that in these matters
mass media are the power that makes considerable impact on the forma-
tion of public conscience, although sometimes they promote ideas of un-
friendly attitude to some minority groups by presenting the point of view
What kind of information that doesn’'t meet legal and moral standards. The representatives of NGOs
::;Iil:zig;ubhshed by said that mass media should create own critical but not criticizing thinking
about the minorities, giving people an opportunity to judge by their own,
without putting some labels.

At the same time, when answering the question “What kind of information
should be published by mass media?”, more than a half of the survey par-
ticipants acknowledged that such kind of information should be thoroughly
analyzed and only then published. “If the information could reinforce the
conflict, it would be better to omit some details".

As for media workers, they hold extremely categorical position in this re-
gard. 95 % think that information about the problems of different minority

Such position of mass media acknowledges the fact that the majority con-

siders the topic to provide risk of some reactions from government institu-
tions or the public and as a consequence high level of censorship before
publishing such materials.

“The information should be published selectively. Mass media need to follow
the law regulations, ethics standards, allow both conflict sides to talk, without
offending anyone, including their readers".

“Mass media should make well-balanced approach to publications, in or-
der not to disturb interests of the minorities and provoke the conflict. They
shouldn't keep silence and allow some blames in their address”.




“The information based on wrong facts and rumors can provoke a conflict,
distort some ideas and give wrong insight of a particular issue. As mass me-
dia form public opinion, the information should contribute into development
of this opinion”.

“They should not provoke with their ideas and write about everything they
want. They should present information politically correct and literately. There
were cases when the person committed suicide after information about some
events was published".

During the survey, the representatives of the civil sector recognized that an-
tipathy of mass media toward minorities depend on their format and form
of ownership, as well as the minority itself. The biggest number of negative
materials is about religious minorities, the least — about sexual ones. The
publications about ethnic minor groups are mainly neutral and positive,
which meets the government policy of promoting inter-ethnic friendship.
Besides, development of politically correct coverage of the issues related
to ethnic minorities is reinforced by considerable number of educational
events held for mass media — seminars and trainings on the problems of
inter-ethnic relations.

The cases of unethical and discriminating word usage are equally admitted
against all three minority groups. They are most common for sexual minori-
ties that have unfriendly sayings used against them.

Many human rights defenders indicated that cases of xenophobia against
minorities occur in all kinds of mass media. Sometimes they are close to
provocation. Sometimes in the press and electronic media headlines and
leads initially give particular mood to their readers — “Uighurs of Shelek:

the earth is yours, the movements are ours”, “Why two Uighurs killed one
Kazakh"...

“If we take the publications in January 2010, we will see that editors of the
large newspapers made extremely intolerant statements, saying that trans-
gender should be killed, fools need to have their brains cured and not the sex
organs, and etc”.

“There is discrimination against sexual minorities. It might not be described
in offensive way, but dislike persists and it is caused by some traditional ste-
reotypes”.

All of the respondents noted that mass media need to improve their knowl-
edge of issues related to ethics, religion, ethnic groups, and sexual orienta-
tion. 70 % of the questioned human rights defenders and representatives
of the profiled NGOs think that currently mass media are intolerant and un-
objective when covering problems of religious, ethnic and sexual minorities.




Especially such attitude is vividly expressed during the conflicts, when the

media outlets often “take position of one of the conflict sides”, “provoke”,
“and keep information in secret”.

The members of NGOs mentioned that when they meet with the journal-
ists, the latter recognize they depend on the editorial policy in regard to
the problems of a particular minority. Thus, the material will anyway be
presented from one side, unless not published at all.

The dominating majority of the survey participants (95 %) think that cen-
sorship, especially self one, which concerns coverage of the problems and
rights of the minorities, exists in different degree.

Owners, editors and journalists often avoid writing about these issues.
They consider such topics the most “dangerous” that in terms of bad media
awareness of legal issues could cause complaints and lawsuits from govern-
ment bodies and the participants of the reported events. Some journalists
don't write about issues of religious and national minorities as they want
to avoid problems and blames in stirring inter-ethnic conflicts. Others don't
report on sexual minorities’ issues while they are afraid of being added to
these minorities.

In regard to this, the survey participants from mass media agreed with the
NGO members, 91 % of which indicate that there is a sort of censorship but
not classic one. Editors and reporters pass over the topic that could trigger
conflict consultations. “They address to these issues only from positive ap-
proach. The rule is to talk good things or not to talk at all!”

At the same time, journalists of some media outlets mentioned that publi-
cations about national and religious minorities are tracked by the govern-
ment bodies and special services of the republic. Besides, some reporters
consider Kazakh speaking mass media to avoid problems related to sexual
minorities due to their mentality.

“Censorship is banned under the Constitution. But there is censorship among
the top management (chief editor or publisher). There is also censorship per-
formed from the high level - i.e. bodies of the executive power. Instead of solv-
ing the existing problem, the editors don't think it's necessary to rummage
here. They can sometimes touch minorities’ issues without going further"”.

“Generally speaking, a Kazakhstani journalist is simply careful. Besides, if
defending rights of the minorities, a journalist can easily gain reputation of
“an odious person”.

“The national security structures thoroughly follow the situation in order not
to let anybody rock the boat and stir the problems of national and traditional




minorities. The subject is covered very carefully as mass media or journalist
can face pressure from the side of the government or editor”.

“Censorship is expressed through unwillingness of the journalists to report on
these issues. The reason for such situation might be insufficient training and
possible consequences. They are internally not ready to take responsibility”.

The majority of the interviewed respondents indicated that the minorities
(in first place, religious and sexual) suffer from systematical moral difficul-
ties and violations of their rights. Among the attitudes toward religious mi-
norities were mentioned initial suspicion and unfriendly approach by the
government bodies, frequent checks by the law enforcement, and difficul-
ties within registration in justice institutions which violates right for religion.
As for the sexual minorities, they were biased and intolerant attitude within
the society, failure to develop constructive dialogue; insulting, termination
of the employer’s contract, blackmailing, beating, violation of anonymity in
the medical institutions, refusal of medical workers to accept such patients.

OPINIONS OF GOVERNMENT BODIES

While evaluating mass media publications of unethical and insulting state-
ments in regard to religious, national and sexual minorities, the majority of
the representatives from the government bodies consider mass media of
Kazakhstan to be unethical when making statements related to the minori-
ties. And on the whole, they use neutral approach in their materials.

The cases of mass media using discriminating words and provoking xe-
nophobia against minority groups are mainly connected to religious and
sexual minorities. In addition, this problem is common not only for the Ka-
zakhstani journalism but also for foreign and first of all Russian press, the
government representatives explained.

Moreover, the dominating majority thinks that mass media approach to
cover issues of ethnic minorities is either neutral or positive, which corre-
sponds the government attitude toward this minority group. Such position
is especially typical for the government mass media, while private and op-
position outlets not always share the government policy in this field, espe-
cially when the information event is a conflict situation that is used “to the
interest of mass media themselves”.

“Mass media has the same approach to religious minorities as the govern-
ment bodies. They are rather watchful, without taking interest in frequent
publications about their existence. Sometimes you can find not very friendly
tone of covering activities of the religious sects”.




“..Russian and foreign journalists use unethical words, such as, for example,

“homos’, “niggers” and etc., which shows the education level of journalist, his
conversation etiquette”.

“Mass media, as well as the whole society of Kazakhstan, are tolerant toward
representatives of minorities and try to contribute to avoiding of development
of hostility trends in the country”.

“Kazakhstani mass media play role as developers of public attitude toward
religious minorities, while in regard to sexual minorities their role is rather
provoking”.

At the present moment, access to information is still one of the vital prob-
lems of the Kazakhstani journalism. It's especially difficult to obtain infor-
mation from the government structures that often ignore mass media in-
quiries or provide answers beside the problem point. However, the survey
has revealed an interesting paradox: all of the interviewed claimed that
journalists undoubtedly could receive any necessary information from the
institution they represent.

The representatives of the government bodies confirmed they are always
ready to cooperate with Kazakhstani mass media. However, some of them
complained that the journalists are not always competent enough in cover-
ing minorities’ issues, which becomes apparent in the official questions, as
well as personal interviews.

The interviewed representatives of the government bodies think it's necessary
and important to provide information on the problems of religious, national
and sexual minorities. At the same time, they mentioned that mass media, es-
pecially regional ones, rarely contact them to get information and comments.
More often they confine themselves to publishing announcements about ar-
rangement of particular event, without laying claims to expert information.

The majority of the survey participants pointed out that there is a kind
of censorship in covering minorities’ issues, especially by the government
mass media in regard to ethnic groups. At the same time, many of them
indicated that the problem mainly concerns censorship by editors and jour-
nalists that often refuse to publish such materials, being afraid of possible
consequences. Another side of the problem was called poor professional
training of the journalists when working on the objective evaluation of the
events happening within the minority segment; poor knowledge of laws
and ethnic norms.

“I think that every minority group has specific delicate issues that should be
covered carefully, so that not to offend or disturb rights of the people. Espe-
cially it concerns sexual minorities”.




“We should know what is happening in our country. Yes, we belong to differ-
ent faiths and ethnic groups, but we should support each other. And the aim
of mass media is also to help us with it".

“Everything should have its measure. If mass media provide information con-
taining materials that hurt feelings of religious or national minorities, there is
possibility of inter-ethnic conflict to rise. Therefore, we should not entrust to
mass media something dangerous”.

OPINIONS OF EDITORS AND JOURNALISTS

Journalists and editors had solidary opinion that covering issues of all above
mentioned minority groups demands careful and weighted approach, be-
cause such publications are rather delicate and could have unpredictable
consequences. On the other hand, the interviewed people recognized there
are problems in this field, and it's necessary to talk about them, taking into
consideration moral, legal and social aspects.

Delicate approach to cover corresponding issues implies that journalists
should have remarkable theoretical training on the questions of ethnic
groups, religious studies, and sexual minorities, in order to avoid tactless-
ness and rudeness that could provoke new conflicts or worsen the old ones.

Almost half of the media workers from the survey participants — 48 % -
stated that they don’t know human rights and profiled NGOs, whom they
can contact for comments on the minorities’ problems. And only 40 % of
the interviewed participants said they had address to such organizations to
obtain information while working on such materials.

At the same time, when answering the question “Who is the main infor-
mation source when preparing publications about religious, national and
sexual minorities?” over 24 % of mass media (the second popular result
among other answer choices) told that human rights and profiled NGOs are
exactly those sources. This fact allows drawing a conclusion that the issues
of minorities have low demand among mass media and poorly represented
in the information space of the country.

And only 19 % of the respondents mentioned that mass media had objec-
tively covered the conflicts related to religious, national and sexual minori-
ties’ issues. Some of the journalists agree that from the professional point of
view mass media should contribute to settling the conflict. In this case con-
cealing and keeping silence can only worsen the developing of the conflicts.
However, in majority of cases mass media either take position of observer
or present only official view point of the authorities.

Only 14 % of mass media workers evaluated the approach to cover issues of
the above mentioned minorities in the regions and country on the whole as
professional. The others scored it as “average” and “low". Regarding this, 80 %
of the interviewed answered they feel necessity to participate in trainings on
ethics and study issues related to religion, ethnic groups and sexual orientation.

“The professionalism level is low due to absence of a pool of those journal-
ists who are specialized in these issues. The publications are occasional and
depend on the presence of news breakdowns".

“From my opinion, the local journalists possess insufficient level of covering
such problems. They often take one conflict side or simply provoke the con-
flict, making it worse”.

“..Journalists often lack particular professional skills and knowledge. Our uni-
versities are bad at teaching things like that. The journalists, who cover these
issues, should have not only practical but theoretical skills as well”.

From the opinion of journalists and editors, today mass media in many ways
reflect the position of the government in respect to national and religious
minorities. And this is typical not only for the government but also private
mass media. In regard to these issues the government purchases in the field
of the information policy play important role in forming information field.
The purchases develop positive approach to the issues of these minorities
from the angle of the government policy to create inter-ethnic harmony
and promote religious tolerance.

Considering annual increase in number of those mass media who win the
government purchase tenders, as well as prudence of the journalists in form-
ing own approach to cover minorities’ issues, it is obvious that the informa-
tion field is becoming balanced, characterized with at least neutral attitude.




MASS MEDIA MONITORING
TYPICAL EXAMPLES

MASS MEDIA MONITORING
(From March to August of 2010 and from September
to October of 2010)

The monitoring was held in the regions of Kazakhstan in two stages with
the aim to analyze the dynamics of how the approach had been changing
in different periods of time. It's important to mention here, that there were
no significant qualitative and quantitative changes in the issues of ethnic,
religious and sexual minorities. On the whole, the results of monitoring only
prove the evaluation of experts given in the survey above.

The monitoring results allow concluding that the majority of the regional
mass media avoid conflict situations when covering the issues of religious
and national minorities. The majority of publications are either neutral or
positive. In publications negative approach to religious minorities can be
found more often than the one to the ethnic groups. The coverage of
sexual minorities holds separate place. For the majority of the journalists
this topic is under taboo. While covering corresponding problems, Kazakh-
stani journalists often have extremely negative attitude. The publications
contain positive approach only in case they are re-printed from the foreign
media outlets.

Below there are most typical examples extracted from the monitoring con-
ducted in the regions of Kazakhstan.

Karaganda

5 (five) media outlets were analyzed within the framework of the conducted
survey. The method of solid selection revealed the following: all of the mon-
itored press outlets contain address to the issues of national and religious
minorities and other religious associations. None of the outlets contain the
coverage of sexual minorities. No attention is paid to this topic. And if it's
mentioned, neutral approach is used.

National minorities — 24 articles.

Articles containing negative approach - 1 publication.
Example. “Vechernyaya Karaganda” weekly newspaper.
July 28, 2010. N2 30.

The article by Aynur Balakeshova, “How the talk has caused the scandal”,
is about scandal which occurred in Bayan-aul. A driver of the director of
Scientific and Manufacturing Institute, Karaganda, started fighting with the
group of teenagers in the dining-room of a sanatorium. He wanted them to
stop talking in German with each other and start learning Kazakh.

Religious minorities — 31 publications, with 5 articles containing negative
approach.




Example. “Avitrek” weekly national newspaper. May 26, 2010. N2 21.

In her article “Victims of naked Anastasia”, Natalya Seydametova told how
the sect "Anastasia” had come to the main mining city. The article’s author
expressed deep concern and called the citizens to vigilance and avoiding
membership in the sect. She also gave practical advices about how to find
out if you relatives or friends had fallen under impact of the sect members.

Sexual minorities — 1 publication of neutral nature.

Within the conducted survey of the articles published from September to
October in 2010, only journalists of “Industrialnaya Karaganda” addressed
the issues of national and religious minorities, as well as other religious as-
sociations (18 articles). The other above mentioned media outlets didn't
cover this topic at all.

Shymkent

National minorities. The results of double monitoring of the regional news-
papers showed that 46 articles were published on the issues of national
minorities. The publications mainly concerned the work of national and cul-
tural centers, as well as certain families — representatives of the national
minorities — and contain neutral or positive approach. The government
press media are especially active in publishing such materials, where they
promote the government policy of inter-ethnic friendship.

Religious minorities. Within the monitored period the newspapers pub-
lished 7 articles. Among them there are 3 publications with extremely nega-
tive approach. The problems are covered mainly on subjective and emo-
tional level, without paying attention to opinions of representatives of the
religious organizations.

During the period of monitoring no articles about sexual minorities were
published in newspapers. Moreover, an editor of one Kazakh speaking
newspaper informed the regional project coordinator that he would "humil-
iate” representatives of this minority group. On the whole, this characterizes
the attitude to sexual minorities as extremely negative. And there is high
possibility it would not be expressed in the information field in the future.

Astana
4 Russian speaking newspapers were selected for monitoring. They are "Ak-

now "o

molinskaya Pravda”, “Info-Tses", “Vechernyaya Astana” and “Tselina".

As a result, there were 101 publications on national minorities’ issues, 30 —
on religious minorities and 8 — on LGBT community.

“Info-Tses” daily newspaper published the largest number of articles on the
issues of national minorities. There are no problems that are covered more




widely that the others. But several topics are used more often. The issue
of inter-ethnic relations is covered mainly from positive side, concerning
celebrating the Day of All Nations Friendship in Kazakhstan or Days of Slav
Language.

As for the topic of religious minorities, among the issues covered at most
are religious associations and their impact, extremism, religious holidays.
The subject of “pseudo-religious” associations is often covered by the press
from negative side. The total number of publications with such profile was
6. Other events happening in religious and spiritual spheres are covered
from positive or neutral points of view.

The issues of LGBT community are covered most poorly. The publications
were found only in “Info-Tses". Emotianal attitude is mainly neutral, in two
cases — positive. Negative articles were not revealed. And almost all of the
materials connected to the abroad realities.

To monitor Kazakh speaking mass media, two media outlets were chosen —
«Arka Azhary” regional newspaper and "Astana Akshamy” daily newspaper
of Astana.

7 articles were published on the issue of national minorities. These materi-
als contain positive and neutral approach, without negative moods. Dif-
ferent outlets are not active in covering matters of religion and religious
minorities. The number of such publications is 6. The key topics are religious
holidays, spiritual theme and upcoming summit. The character of the mate-
rials is neutral and restrained.

Within the considered period, the mentioned media outlets published no
materials about LGBT community.

Monitoring of the national mass media

All of mass media types (press, online, TV) — Russian and Kazakh speaking
— were monitored.

Comparing to the regional press, the national Russian speaking press pub-
lishes equal number of materials about three mentioned minority groups.
At the same time, they mostly follow negative approach when covering is-
sues of sexual minorities.

As for Kazakh speaking press, the share of publications with negative char-
acter is considerably higher. While the number of articles on national mi-
norities totals less than two third of the total number of publications, re-
garding religious minorities it comprises more than a half.

Comments of the expert:

Among the given headlines, extracts from the publications and web links,
the article "The employees of Western Police Department arrested another
drug dealer from Tajikistan” holds particular place. You can hardly call it an
article that directly concerns the issues of ethnic minorities, their problems
and concerns. At the same time, these very materials/reports are more often
published by mass media, first of all in so called criminal news. Such kinds
of publications are the ones to form negative image of a national minority
within the society. At first glance, such kind of materials/messages might be
considered unremarkable. But we could underestimate consequences they
could bring. Although they can stay without attention, they contribute to
creating negative image of a national minority. It's obvious that a person
belonging to any ethnic group — not necessarily to a particular one - can
commit a crime. That's why we should not highlight to which ethnic group
a person, suspected of committing illegal actions, belongs. Besides, from
the legal point of view such accusing statements violate the principle of




presumption of innocence: “One is considered innocent until proven guilty”.
Another problem that the authors, who write on national/ethnic issues or
problems connected to them, have is usage of discriminating statements
in regard to national minorities. And many of the above materials didn't
become the exception.

Comments of the experts:

Extract 1

The search engine “Google” informs that «http://aktobetimes.kz/content/
view/1108/140/ - did not match any documents», so it was impossible to
find out about which “non-traditional religious organizations” and “sects”
exactly the publication told.

The legislation of Kazakhstan doesn't contain juridical explanations of "non-
traditional religious organizations” and “sects”. However, such words are
widely used by mass media, priests who call their religion “traditional” (Sunni
Islamin the system of SAMK, Russian Orthodox Church, Judaism), and officials
in negative sense, as if such organizations were something undesirable,
potentially dangerous, that bring threat and should be combated.

The Constitution of Kazakhstan guarantees all of the citizens right to
freedom of conscious and religion, equality before the law regardless
one's convictions, and prohibits discrimination for any reasons (Articles
4,5,14,19,22,39).

The Law of the Republic of Kazakhstan “On freedom of religion and religious
associations” guarantees equality of citizens and religious association
in front of the law and prohibits direct or indirect limitation of rights or
maintenance of some advantages regarding attitude toward religions
or escalation of hatred and hostility in this regard, or hurting feeling of
followers of any religion (Articles 3 and 4).

Extract 2

The article of “Azattyk” radio station represents a short translated version of
the report in English from web site “Forum18.org”, which provides information
about cases of violating freedom of religion of some religious associations.

However, the translated version contains inaccurate names of religious
associations: “Jehovist” instead of “Jehovah’'s Witnesses”, “Church of
Scientologists” instead of “Church of Scientology”, “Krishnaist” instead of
“Hare Krishna Movement” or “Vaishnava“. Distorting the meaning is often
considered by the believers as offensive disrespect. Such misconducts can
be easily avoided if journalists use reference books or consult the specialists

while writing their materials.

Extract 3
The given extract describes a situation when the authorities severely violate
the law by preventing journalists from their work. Mr. Ismatully Maksum,




whose case was to be considered by the court, is called “the leader of
unregistered religious organization “Senim. Bilim. Omir”. Without reflecting
the essence of charges, the publication author marks the religious status
of the citizen and the fact that organization is not registered. The later
information is not true. “Senim. Bilim. Omir” is a public association and
its legal status is public foundation. This is typical wide-spread example of
providing inaccurate or distorted information that creates negative attitude.

Extract 4

The given text allows to conclude that for some reason the author doesn't
pretty much like “Jehovah's Witnesses”, that are officially registered in the
Ministry of Justice of Kazakhstan and has own Center. However, personal
opinion of the author, published by the newspaper, can be considered
as "provoking of hatred” and “propaganda of superiority” for grounds of
religious believes, which is prohibited by the law.

Extracts 5, 6 and 7

The science can prove only facts, although not all of them. As for ideology,
“true scientific” ideology was only that created by Marx and Lenin...The
theology, as part of the world-view philosophy, can be different. There are
as many theological theories as theologists. Human culture started from
religion, although atheists have their own opinion about that. Today the
world agrees that presence of religious persuasions (or their absence) is
inalienable right of a person. And there are no “good” or “bad” religions. Any
attempts to answer challenges of time by seeking “guilty” religions will fail.

Extract 8

Missionary activity is integral part of the freedom of religion, documented
by Articles 1-1 and 4-1 of the Law “"On freedom of religion and religious
associations”. According to them, such activity means “promoting and
distributing by means of religious and educational activities the ideas of
religion that is not included into charter regulations of the corresponding
religious association that operates on the territory of the Republic of
Kazakhstan”. “Citizens of the Republic of Kazakhstan, foreigners and per-
sons without citizenship (hereinafter — missionaries) perform missionary
activity on the territory of Kazakhstan after getting corresponding registra-
tion”, Calling to limit missionary activities is as a matter of fact calling to
limit freedom of conscience, which is prohibited by Article 39 of the Consti-
tution of Kazakhstan.

I have a feeling that the word “peder-
ast” was inserted upon some strange desire of the author. The thing is that
in whole publication, that actually is an interview, the hero of the story only
one time mentioned LGBT and in very correct from, "I also devoted many
poems to my friends with non-traditional sexual orientation”. This very
phrase seems to inspire the journalist to attract the readers to the publica-
tions in such impolite way.

In general, the publications are full of unchecked facts, guesses and false
analytical statements. One of the vivid examples is the article by "Alash
Aynasy” national newspaper from August 19, 2010 (N2141 (367) — “The
quantity of old maids increases annually” “Besides, nowadays — within the
globalization — such values as family and marriage become old-fashioned,
giving place to Western values of love to the same sex. Gay parade which
was planned to take place in Almaty is good evidence to prove that...” None
of the initiative groups raised the question about arranging such event in
Almaty. I would recommend the editors of the newspaper to double check
information before giving it to a trusting reader.

To initiate introduction into the programs of the universities teaching
journalism — special courses on observance of the minorities’ rights
and tolerant coverage of their problems by mass media in Kazakh and
Russian languages

To make transparent the aims of tenders for covering minorities’ issues
within frames of the government purchase policy. To analyze mass me-
dia attitude in publishing purchased materials

To regularly monitor and analyze the share of publications in Kazakh
and Russian speaking mass media in order to understand their role in
formation of general approach of mass media

TO NON-GOVERNMENTAL ORGANIZATIONS

To reinforce cooperation with mass media. To inform mass media about
initiatives and events aimed at development of understanding that it's stra-
tegically important to build tolerant approach to cover minorities' issues
To elaborate for mass media special guides on terminology in regard
to every minority group

To create and distribute among mass media educational materials of
practical nature on the problems of observance of minorities’ rights
To improve professionalism level of mass media through using various
training methods and instruments

To monitor and analyze how mass media cover the problems of minori-
ties, with the aim to increase awareness of the society

To actively use advantages of the Internet — blogs, forums, social net-
works — to present expert opinion on the problems of minorities and to
form tolerant attitude to them

To initiate arrangement of round tables, conferences and seminars to
discuss minorities’ issues, with participation of all interested parties —
NGOs, mass media, minorities’ representatives and government bodies.

TO MASS MEDIA

Taking into account difficulties in matters of covering minorities’ issues,
to address for consultation to the experts specialized in studying mi-
norities’ issues in regard to historical, mental and other features

To know and respect rituals, traditions and other peculiarities of the
represented minorities when working on the reports

To forecast possible consequences of publications in regard to the so-
ciety; not to provoke new conflicts and worsen the old ones

When preparing materials, to follow not only the law regulations but
also rules of the professional ethics
